Nomination of candidates for the Danish
Composite Award

In 2024, the Composite Section of the Danish Plastics Industry will once again present a research and education award to one
or more students who have completed a graduation project or equivalent in 2023, in which the use of composite materials is
an essential element.

The purpose of the award is to promote awareness and interest in composite materials among students and at the same
time strengthen collaboration with the country's educational institutions.

Guidelines for nomination

e The final project or equivalent must be completed in 2023 from a Danish educational institution.

e Candidates are nominated by the main or co-supervisor.

e The nomination must be sent to the Danish Plastics Federation's secretariat, Rasmus Grusgaard, rg@plast.dk, no later
than March 1, 2024

The nomination must include:

e Name of candidate(s)

e  Educational institution

e Type of project

e Title and name of nominator

e Short description of project (max 1,500 characters)

e Justification of nomination - see also award guidelines (max 1,500 characters).

Award guidelines

e  Only projects in which the use of composite materials is an essential element can be considered.

e Project work that is considered to be of great importance to the composites industry in terms of research or
dissemination of knowledge of composite materials will be highly valued.

e Emphasis will be placed on creativity and original ideas with a significant novelty value in the project results.

e The project must demonstrate a completed, well-organized and professional work and be assessed with a grade
significantly above average.

e The assessment committee for awarding the prize is made up of the board of the Composite Section

e The project must be able to be discussed publicly. However, certain details may be kept secret for competitive reasons.

e  Only timely nominated candidates can be considered

e [f the assessment committee deems that there are no qualified projects, the committee may decide not to award the
prize in the year in question.

Size of the award and announcement of the award recipient

e The award consists of a diploma and the following (maximum expenditure DKK 15,000):
e DKK 7,500 (B income) or
e  Participation in the JEC World Composite Show Europe Paris, March 2024 (flight, hotel, access to JEC, €300 pocket

money).

e The prize includes the candidate(s) who have prepared the final project

e The award recipient will be notified directly immediately after the board has made its decision, which will be no later
than March 2024

e The project and award recipient will be published on www.plast.dk as soon as the award recipient has been notified.

e The award recipient will be invited to attend the annual meeting of the Composite Section on May 23, 2024 with the
opportunity to present the winning project.
